FROM CALITZDORP: Take the Andries Pretorius turn off in a
southernly direction and keep going. This will turn into the Old
Cement Road (road has now been tarred) and 24 km out of
Calitzdorp you will pass Amber Lagoon Retreat indicated with a
big sign on the left hand side. Just 200m after Amber Lagoon
Retreat, look out for the Andrieskraal/ Rietfontein sign which is
posted on the right hand side of the road opposite the turn off.
Don’t turn left at this point, 200m later is the Gamkaberg turn off
to the right, now also indicated with the Zebra chevron. Yellow
reflective tape stripes have been pasted on the Old Gamkaberg
sign, also visible at night. Follow the dirt road for another 5,9km to
the Info Centre.

FROM OUDTSHOORN: Take the R62 towards Calitzdorp. Then
10.3 km out of Oudtshoorn turn left at the Gamkaberg/ VWarmbad
turn off onto the Old Cement Road. Approximately |8 km later
cross a bridge with white concrete railings. The Gamkaberg turn
off is 400m further to the left, now also indicated with the Zebra
chevron.Yellow reflective tape stripes have been pasted on the Old
Gambkaberg sign, also visible at night. Follow the dirt road for
another 5,9km to the Info Centre.
